Then in 1969 he went aboard
Apollo 11 and became the first
man to walk on the moon.

He died in 2012 in Ohio, USA.

Neil Armstrong’s Life



On December 23, 1968, Neil
Armstrong was offered the
chance to command the space
mission Apollo 11. This would be
the first manned landing on
the moon. After months of
practice and preparation, the
Apollo 11 spacecraft launched
from the Kennedy Space Centre
in Florida on July 16th 1969.

Walking on the Moon

Neil Armstrong, along with    
and Buzz Aldrin, landed on    
the moon.
Neil became the first man to 
walk on the moon on July 21st

1969. The astronauts arrived 
back on earth on July 24th 1969.
